Michelle Harty  

 

I grew up in a family where there was a lot of abuse, drugs 

and abandonment which lead me to be a very angry and 

depressed teenager and adult. I moved out when I was 13 

because my parents were too busy doing drugs and fight-

ing to parent me. I was in abusive relationships over the 

next seven years. I had a son and tried to raise him. I 

thought I was doing good but I was also doing drugs, de-

pressed and hurting. I wasnôt a very good mom. I met 

Ryan when my son was a couple years old. We married, 

had a daughter, bought a house, cars and tried to be a fam-

ily. My husband accepted Jesus as his Savior and I got 

mad. I knew of God but didnôt have a relationship with 

Him. In 17 years of addiction, I did a lot of different drugs 

and felt meth was going to do me in. I was depressed, an-

gry and unstable, pretending to be OK. But all of sudden 

everything went in a downward spiral. We lost our house, 

our cars, and our family. What took me 28 years to de-

stroy, God restored during my time at the Mountain. I  

hadnôt had any contact with my kids for over 4 years. My  

husband and children wrote to me and visited me during 

the time and eventually moved up on the Mountain to be 

with me. I am happy to be the wife and mother God has 

called me to be. I love Him so much. ñTrust in the LORD 

with all your heart; lean not on your own understand-

ing. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he shall

We accept people that have no way to 

pay for the cost of most programs. Cost to operate comes 

from people like you who believe in what God is doing here.
